288. “For Sunday services: If a woman 

commits a wrong with a... (Now, wait a 

minute; I'd better read this first to 

myself. You see? [Brother Branham 

reads the question to himself "... with a 

married man, repents and makes it right 

according to...?... needs of wife and man 

involved in...?...--Ed.] All right. This is 

all right.) If a woman commits a wrong 

with a--a married man, repents and 

makes it right with her husband 

according to the Scriptures, does she 

need to go to the wife of the man 

involved, even if this wife doesn't know 

anything of it; or is it the man's duty to 

tell her first; or does she need to be hurt 

at all?
